Purchases food and other ba-
sic staples for a disabled adult
moving into an apartment on
his/her own.

Purchases and infant bed, dia-
pers, and other baby supplies
for a family that has been
burned out of their home.

Allows health and wellness pro-
gram for an individual with de-
velopmental and intellectual
disabilities.

Provides textbook materials for
adult students working to be-
come financially stable.

Provides preparation and testing
materials for Work Keys testing
for an individual looking for
work.

Purchases a set of dentures for
a senior adult requiring depend-
ent care.

Provides a full assessment and
4 counseling sessions for a
sexually abused child.

Purchases 1 years worth of
meals for an elderly shut-in.

Allows a forensic interview to
take place with a sexually
abused child, to gather details
in a child friendly environment.

Pays first month’s rent in an
new residence for a family
burned out of their home.

Provides over 115 people with
medical prescriptions that would
normally not be able to afford
medicines.

Allows health and wellness pro-
gram for an individual with de-
velopmental and intellectual
disabilities

Allows a mother and three chil-
dren to have shelter, food, and
clothing after fleeing from and
abusive situation.
